Botanical tour 2023 – The Carpathians, Romania 
Group I: 12 – 17 of June    /    Group II 19 – 24 of June 
 

 

The Southern Carpathians (also known as the Transylvanian Alps) are a mountain range that you will 

visit and be delighted to admire in many of our private guided tours. They span over a distance of 

almost 340 km (210 miles) and are the epicenter of mountainous beauty and wildlife in Romania. To 

the south they are bordered by the Balkan mountain range. 

The Southern Carpathians are the second highest group of mountains in the Carpathian Mountain 

range (after Tatra), reaching heights of over 2,500 meters (8,250 ft). Although lower than the Alps, 

they have a pure alpine landscape and can reveal harsh conditions. Their high mountain character, 

combined with great accessibility, makes them popular with tourists and scientists. 

Transfagarasan Road, which we will use were describes as "The best road in the world" – by Jeremy 

Clarkson in a Top Gear episode, while comparing it to a racetrack. Still, Transfagarasan offers so much 

more besides the amazing driving experience, as it connects the south of Romania to Transylvania, 

going straight across the impressive Fagaras Mountains through five tunnels and countless hairpin 

turns. 

Stunning mountain views are guaranteed along the most beautiful road in Romania. The road cuts right 

through the highest mountains in Romania, so be prepared to see some breathtaking landscapes on 

the way. The most popular tourist attractions along the road are Vidraru artificial Lake and dam and 

Balea Glacier Lake, where we will stay.

Soft drinks during the 

meals and still water in field are included. Alcohol need to be paid individually by the partici-

pants.

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Advice 

Beside normal equipment for hiking Geir Moen would mention: 

 The weather might change rapidly in these mountains, so it will be good to have some light 

rain clothes and extra wool underwear in the backpack. 

 Bring a small backpack for daily walks. 

 A lunch box and thermos to bring coffee/tea for lunch in field. 

 Most things can be bought, but up in the mountains it is limited access to shops. So, bringing 

an extra memory card for the camera is smart. 

 If you have a pair of (small) binoculars it could improve the nature experiences. 

 We will bring first aid kit and some other basics. 

 

How healthy should participants be to take part? 

Is the tour very exhausting? The tour is not very demanding as we basically drive all the way up to the 

mountains. From the arrival point in Fagaras you can choose to walk up the slopes surrounding the 

glacier lake, while in Bucegi we drive the bus up to the mountain plateau, so the walk is not demanding 

at all. For the final possible destination Piatra Craiului we will give an option to botanice in the val-

ley/ravine, or to walk all the way up to the higher altitudes. The last option is a bit more demanding as 

it is about 2 hours walk. 

 

Recommended literature about the plants you can recommend 

There are a few locally published books, but they are not easy to find. Jim Jeremyn’s book from 2005 

“Alpine Plants of Europe: A Gardener's Guide”  have one chapter about the Carpathians (10 pages).
